The argumentative essay must be structured as follows:

1. INTRODUCTION (about 5& lines): here you introduce the topic with a thesis statement, which is compulsory; then you mention the points which you are going to discuss throughout your essay (about three/ four). Do not forget to take a position either in favour or against the topic.

Remember you must take a position since the very beginning and avoid contradictions. You may take a point which is opposite to your stance just to highlight your position, but be cautious.

2. THE BODY: this part of your essay is composed of as many paragraphs as many issues you hinted at in the introduction. Any time you finish with a point, a new paragraph starts (and do not forget a new line must introduce a new paragraph). In each paragraph you argue and do not report information. You either agree or disagree with what you are discussing. Finally, you must give  evidence to your position with examples (this is necessary if your argumentation is supposed to be a valid and reliable work).

3. CONCLUSION: this part concludes your essay, which means you draw on the final reflections, relying on what you discussed. In the conclusion you emphasize on the validity and reliability of your argumentation.
