FUTURE FORMS

A) PRESENT CONTINUOUS (premeditation)

· to speak about social arrangements, plans, programmes; time and place are indicated

Ex. Tomorrow I’m meeting Jane at the University.

B) BE ‘GOING TO’ + INFINTIVE (premeditation)

· to speak about an intention to do something

Ex. I’m fed up with this computer. I’m going to buy a new one.

· to make personal predictions, based on what the speaker sees/hears

Ex. If she doesn’t study more, she isn’t going to pass the exam.

C) WILL + INFINITIVE

· To make instant decisions (no premeditation!)

· To make a promise, an offer, a threat

· With the adverbs: maybe, perhaps, probably

· With verbs of thinking: I think, I hope, I'm sure

· To express future facts

· To express official weather forecasts
