All​ ​oppression​ ​is​ ​interconnected.​ ​This​ ​is​ ​a​ ​chunky​ ​reading​ ​list​ ​for​ ​you​ ​to​ ​pick​ ​and​ ​choose​ ​from 
(and​ ​use​ ​beyond​ ​the​ ​session),​ ​depending​ ​on​ ​where​ ​you’re​ ​at​ ​in​ ​your​ ​understanding​ ​/ 
experience​ ​of​ ​different​ ​oppressions.​ ​Please​ ​note​ ​that​ ​though​ ​links​ ​and​ ​texts​ ​have​ ​been 
separated​ ​into​ ​focused​ ​categories​ ​of​ ​oppression,​ ​many​ ​articles​ ​will​ ​address​ ​multiple​ ​oppressive 
systems.​ ​The​ ​aim​ ​is​ ​to​ ​spend​ ​a​ ​little​ ​time​ ​on​ ​analysis,​ ​a​ ​little​ ​time​ ​reframing​ ​the​ ​historical, 
political​ ​and​ ​economic​ ​paths​ ​that​ ​brought​ ​us​ ​to​ ​the​ ​present​ ​day;​ ​and​ ​a​ ​lot​ ​of​ ​time 
understanding​ ​the​ ​strategies​ ​that​ ​people​ ​tackling​ ​oppression​ ​or,​ ​to​ ​use​ ​a​ ​better​ ​phrase, 
continued​ ​coloniality,​ ​employ.  

Please​ ​note​ ​that​ ​this​ ​reading​ ​list​ ​is​ ​usually​ ​accompanied​ ​by​ ​a​ ​day​ ​long​ ​training​ ​session​ ​but​ ​we 
thought​ ​it​ ​would​ ​be​ ​useful​ ​to​ ​provide​ ​it​ ​for​ ​those​ ​wanting​ ​to​ ​do​ ​their​ ​own​ ​reading.
