Until	now…	
• 	English	phonetics	(sounds)	more	complex	than	Italian	phonetics.	
(approx.	10	vowels	in	English	vs.	5	in	Italian,	for	example)	

• 	Italian	verb	forms	more	complex	than	English	verb	forms.	
(50	different	verb	suffixes	(endings)	in	Italian	vs.	3-5	in	English	(3rd	
person	present	–s:	past	–ed/en;	gerund:	-ing		

• 	Adjective	ordering	different.	

• 	Easiness	to	create	verbs	from	nouns	in	English:	to	dental	floss,	to	
vacuum;	to	x-ray;	to	xerox;	to	email:	to	fax;	to	skype,	etc.		

• 	Easiness	to	create	adjectives	from	nouns	and	verbs:	—less;		—able,	
for	example:	head	+	less	=	headless;		speech	+	less	=	speechless;	drink	+	
able	=	drinkable;	do	+	able	=	doable,	etc.		



Worth	knowing	syntactic	constructions			

•  Collective	nouns	+	singular	verb	forms	
– herd	(elephants,	cows,	deer,)		
– pack	(wolves,	dogs,	foxes)	
– school	(fish)	
– swarm	(flies,	bees,	wasps)	
– flock	(birds	in	general)

Phrasal	verbs	

•  A	phrasal	 verb	 in	 English	 is	 a	 verb	 like	pick	 up,	 turn	 on	 or	get	 on	
with.	These	verbs	consist	of	a	basic	verb	+	another	word	or	words.	
The	two	or	three	words	that	make	up	a	phrasal	verb	form	a	short	
"phrase"	—which	is	why	we	call	them	"phrasal	verbs".	

•  A	combination	of	a	verb	and	an	adverb	or	a	verb	and	a	preposition,	
or	 both,	 in	 which	 the	 combination	 has	 a	 meaning	 different	 from	
the	meaning	of	the	words	considered	separately:

Question	tags	
•  A	 question	 tag	 is	 a	 grammatical	 structure	 in	 which	

a	 declarative	 or	 an	 imperative	 statement	 is	 turned	 into	 a	
question	 by	 the	 addition	 of	 an	 interrogative	 fragment	 (the	
"tag").	For	example,	in	the	sentence	"You're	John,	aren't	you?",	
the	statement	"You're	John"	is	turned	into	a	question	by	the	tag	
"aren't	you”.	

•  The	 term	 "question	 tag"	 is	 generally	 preferred	 by	 British	
grammarians,	 while	 their	 American	 counterparts	 prefer	 "tag	
question”
