Form: Subject + 1 form of the verb + adverb of time
 (To go = infinitive (unchanged)
Go went gone
Walk walked walked )
# I go to school every day
Do (I, you, we, they)
Do you go to school every day?
Yes, I do. No, I don’t. 
# He plays basket on Wednesdays. 
He-she-it + S
Does he play basket on Wednesdays?
Yes, he does. No, he doesn’t. 
Indicators:
Every (day, night, year), always, often, rarely, sometimes
On + day of the week= every 
On Tuesdays = every Tuesday

Frequently (always)
