March 4 McKinley is inaugurated president.
March 15 President McKinley calls Congress into
special session to consider tariff legislation.

April McKinley names a bipartisan commaission
to negotiate with European nations a standard
ratio for minting gold and silver coins.

July 24 McKinley signs the Dingley Tariff,
increasing tariff rates by 49 percent.

November International negotiations on bimetal-
lism fail to achieve results.

1898

January 24 McKinley sends the USS Maine to
Havana to protect Americans living in Cuba.
February 9 The de Léme letter, containing criti-
cisms of President McKinley by a Spanish minis-
ter, is published in the New York Journal.

February 15 The Maine explodes in Havana
harbor.

March 25 The U.S. Naval Court of Inquiry deliv-
ers its ruling to President McKinley that the Maine
had exploded because of a mine.

March 28 In United States v. Wong Kirm Ark, the
Supreme Court rules that Wong was a U.S. citizen
by virtue of birth in the United States even though
his parents were foreign born.

April 11 McKinley delivers a war message to
Congress calling for intervention in Cuba, but not
necessarily war.

April 19 Congress passes a joint resolution calling
for war with Spain unless hostilities between the
Spanish authorities and the Cuban revolutionaries
end.

April 20 Congress passes the Teller Amendment,
declaring that the United States would not lay
claim to Cuba as the result of a war with Spain. It
also promises Cuban autonomy.

McKinley signs the joint resolution calling for war,
but Spain refuses to change its policies in Cuba.

April 21 Spain considers the joint resolution a
declaration of war.

McKinley orders a blockade of Cuba.

April 24 Admiral George Dewey, stationed in
Hong Kong, departs for Manila Bay.

April 25 War is declared against Spain.

April 30 Dewey’s warships arrive in Manila Bay.
May 1 Dewey’s ships destroy the Spanish fleet in
Manila, the first American victory in the Span-
ish-American War. In the wake of this victory,
McKinley sends 14,000 troops to the Philippines
to prevent Spain from reclaiming the islands.

June 1 Congress passes the Erdman Act, banning
railroads from prohibiting workers to join unions
and increasing judicial authority to use injunc-
tions in labor disputes.

June 10 U.S. Marines arrive in Cuba. The main
force follows 10 days later.

June 13 The Rough Riders sail from Tampa, Flor-
ida, for Cuba.

July McKinley signs the Bankruptcy Act.

July 6 Congress votes in favor of Hawaiian
annexation.

July 16 The Spanish-American War ends in vic-
tory for the United States.

September 24 The Commission Appointed by the
President to Investigate the Conduct of the War
Department in the War with Spain, more com-
monly known as the Dodge Commission, meets in
the White House.

December 10 The Treaty of Paris is signed, offi-
cially ending the Spanish-American War, ceding
Puerto Rico and Guam to the United States, and
granting the United States the right to purchase
the Philippines for $20 million.
