2. Intention: going to
Form: Subject + to be + going to + 1st form of the verb 

# I am going to visit Tuscany in spring. 
Are you going to visit Tuscany in spring?
Yes, I am. No, I’m not.

# She is going to invite friends for dinner. 
Is she going to invite friends for dinner?
Yes, she is. No, she isn’t. 
3. Decision on the spot: Future Simple
Form: subject + will-shall + 1st form of the verb

# It’s sunny outside, I think I will go for a walk. 
Will I go for a walk?
Yes, I will. No, I won’t.

# I will have a coffee. 
Will you have a coffee?
Yes, I will. No, I won’t. 

4. Future prediction: going to + Future Simple 
Going to: 
# We are stuck in traffic and we have to be at work in 5 minutes, we are going to be late.
# It’s raining cats and dogs, we are going to get wet. 

Future Simple:
# My soccer team will win the match tonight.
