3. Decision on the spot: Future Simple
Form: subject + will + 1st form of the verb

# I will drive to Slovenia this afternoon. 
Will you drive to Slovenia this afternoon?
Yes, I will. No, I won’t.

# I will have a pizza. 
Will you have a pizza?
Yes, I will. No, I won’t. 

Future Predictions: Future Simple & Going to
# Fiorentina team will win the match tonight. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fiorentina team is going to win the match tonight. 

# He will win the lottery today.
He is going to win the lottery today. 
Going to = predictions based on the “now”

# There’s a lot of traffic. I am going to be late.
