# If I had seen you, I would have said hello. 
Would you have said hello if you had seen me?
Yes, I would have. No, I wouldn’t have.

 # If they had had breakfast, they would have had more energy. 
Would they have had more energy if they had had breakfast?
Yes, they would have. No, they wouldn’t have.

I wish + past perfect = regret in the past
# I wish I had studied French. I would have gone to France last year. 
# They wish they had applied for that job. They would have had a great boss.
