The report can be completed at any time during the year. Please send it to me a few days before the date on which you intend to present it. 
It can be done individually or in groups (maximum of four people). It may be either a written document or a PowerPoint presentation, it should be in English.
The topic should preferably be agreed with me in advance, either by email or through a brief meeting (online or in person). The content and style may vary, here are some suggested focuses:
1. An aspect of the theory you would like to explore in more depth 
2. A WEC or TEC device you would like to investigate further – in terms of components, applicability, or through a detailed comparison between two (or more) devices 
3. Use of the SWAN model: you may run the tutorials/exercises available on Moodle and comment on the setup and briefly on the results 
4. Discussion of a scientific paper: you may choose one from the list available on Moodle or propose one yourself 
These are general suggestions, you are also welcome to propose your own idea for the report.
Please note that if the report does not include any theoretical component, you should bring to the exam one theoretical aspect you have preferred. The oral examination will be based on it.
